PriorityStart! Parts List and Terminology
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Preparation and Notes
Please read the entire instruction leaflet before installation and follow the exact sequence of instructions.  If you have experienced previous deep discharges you may require a replacement battery.

· Engine off, all accessories off and ignition key out. A key left in the “on” position may cause the unit to be inoperative. 

· Disconnect existing cables from battery, negative (-) first and then positive (+).


Note: Clean vehicle battery terminals.  Do not 
install on corroded cable or battery post.
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PriorityStart can be located anywhere on or adjacent to the battery as long as the vehicle positive (+) reaches the Post Adaptor (figure 4)
IMPORTANT
· Do not allow the PriorityStart red cable (item 3) to make contact with the battery post or cable until instructed.
· Make sure that the PriorityStart top Post Adaptor (item 2) when installed will not contact the closed bonnet or engine cover.
Installation Instructions
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1. Using a 7/8 in. A/F spanner tighten the Post Adaptor (item 2) firmly into the top of PriorityStart – Figure 1.  Do not over-tighten, torque should be 7-10lb.ft. 
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2. Install band (item 5).  Slip band around battery.  Do not slip PriorityStart into the band yet. 

3. Install U-clip for terminal (item 4) securely to negative battery cable as shown – Figure 2.  DO NOT connect the black ground wire to the U-clip yet.
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4. Connect vehicle positive cable (+) A securely to Post Adaptor on top of PriorityStart – Figure 3.

5. Connect PriorityStart red cable securely to the positive (+) terminal post on the vehicle battery – Figure 3. 
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6. Slip PriorityStart under the band (item 5).  The unit can be installed either in a vertical or horizontal orientation – Figure 4.
7.  Connect PriorityStart ground wire terminal to the installed U-clip – Figure 5.
PriorityStart! is now operational
Notes:

1.  When system disconnects, you MUST wait at least one minute before reconnection.

2. Reprogram any vehicle memory devices. 
3. Vehicle alarms can be wired directly to the battery.  If you elect to do this please be aware that the alarm electronics may drain the battery over time.

4.  PriorityStart is suitable for applications up to 1000 amps starting current. Currents in excess of this may damage the unit. (eg heavy commercial vehicles cranking in cold weather).  
Questions and answers

Q  Once PriorityStart is installed is there anything I need to do to make it operate?

A.  No, PriorityStart is totally automatic
Q  Can I transfer PriorityStart to another vehicle?

A.  Yes, PriorityStart can easily be transferred from vehicle to vehicle.
Q  How does PriorityStart protect a running engine or the hazard lights from disconnecting?

A.  PriorityStart has patented circuitry that detects the electronic noise from a running engine or the hazard lights relay and prevents battery disconnection.
Q  Does PriorityStart prevent all dead batteries?

A.  No, a battery can go dead from abuse or ageing.  However PriorityStart will maximise the life of a battery, consider the fact that one deep discharge reduces battery life by 30% to 40%.
Q  Does PriorityStart affect my vehicle alarm?

A.  On some vehicles battery disconnection may activate the alarm though this will also be the case if the battery drains.  The alarm can be connected directly to the battery bypassing PriorityStart.

Q  What about memory devices in the vehicle?

A.  Vehicle computer systems have memory that resets itself.  The clock or radio may need resetting but remember PriorityStart has protected starting power, without it you will still have to reset these devices if the battery completely discharges.

Troubleshooting
PriorityStart does not put life back into a battery.  It only monitors available voltage.  Repeated disconnects or complete battery failure can be an indication of battery that is already weak or damaged due to previous deep discharges or age.  Most warranty calls are a result of corroded, loose, frayed or improperly installed cables or weak batteries as described above.  Once PriorityStart disconnects a battery you MUST wait one full minute before reconnection.  When the unit operates you will hear the gears engage, this is normal operation.

Problem:  PriorityStart switches off battery power too often.

· An accessory has been unintentionally left on: or
· The ground connection requires attention.  Make sure that the ground terminal is firmly secured to a clean surface: or
· The Post Adaptor needs tightening: or

· Corrosion buildup on battery terminals or cables.  Clean the battery terminals: or
· Battery is weak needing replacement: or
· There is a short circuit or similar problem in the vehicle’s electrical system.
Problem:  Battery is dead
· Ground connection may require attention: or
· Battery may need replacement: or
· The post adaptor needs tightening.
Problem:  Vehicle cable is not long enough to install unit in desired location.

· Purchase an aftermarket replacement cable.  These are available from most auto parts shops.

Maintenance

· Keep all connections tightly fastened and clean from corrosion.  Battery cables may be sprayed with corrosion inhibiting products.
· Care for the unit as you would the vehicle battery.
· PriorityStart can be disconnected by disconnecting the earth wire.  The battery remains connected.
· A vehicle in long term storage should be started periodically to offset natural battery discharge.
